The invitations have been mailed for the BBYRA
Commodore’s Ball. Unfortunately, they had so many
people request tickets that they had to put some of the
names | had submitted onto a waiting list. So, if you
received an invitation and can't attend please let me
know. I would like to forward your invitation to others
in the club that might like to attend.

Now is the time to start thinking about your plans for
racing in the BBYRA Championship Series this
summer. The Registration Form, the Notice of Race,
and the Sailing Instructions are all available on the
Official Web Site of the BBYRA, www.bbyra.org. If
you don’'t have access to the web and need this
information, let me know and I will mail the paperwork
to you.

Important things to consider when planning your
summer sailing schedule are:

1. Remember that if you are planning to race in 66%
of the races, then you should register for the
season before your first race. If you do a daily
registration before you do the season registration,
the race you sailed as a daily entrant will NOT
count towards the Championship Series. Season
registrations will NOT be accepted on the water.

2. It is the boat that is registered, not the skipper. If
you can't sail one week, you can get a substitute
skipper. Just remember to do the change of
