Over the past 11
years, Gary has been instrumental in the success of the
Series. Due to his intimate support of our organization, the
Volvo Leukemia Cup Regatta series has established itself
as the No. 1 charity regatta in the country. It is with a
heavy heart that | share the attached news with you.

Received from Gary Jobson, April 23, 2003

Before heading to the America’s Cup in Auckland |
developed an annoying cough. During my time
covering the America’ s Cup | became quite fatigued
between our ESPN shows. After returning from
Auckland | set out on an ambitious lecture tour. To
date | have given 26 presentations all around the
USA. Most of the audiences were capacity crowds.
The questions on the America’ s Cup wer e fascinating
and insightful. Clearly people who care about the
sport followed the Cup closely.

As my lecture tour progressed, however, | became
increasingly fatigued and the cough did not go away.
With the assistance of an inhaler and rest on either
side of my programs, | was able to speak. In the last
ten days things turned for the worse.

Last week | started a series of tests that included a
CT scan, alymph node biopsy and a variety of other
procedures. For me, it is difficult to walk and | am
out of breath all the time.

For the first time in my 30 year speaking career |

have been forced to cancel presentations.

Yesterday | was diagnosed with lymphoma, which i<
ironic since | have been chairman of the Leukemia &
Lymphoma Society’s regatta series for the past 11
years. | have been advised not to schedule any
activities for the next two months.

| will be receiving chemotherapy for the next six to
eight months to battle back from this disease. | am
going to be in a quiet period now for the next ten
days. Apparently the treatments are hard.

Sorry to give you thisreport. My spirits are good. |
hope to be around the waterfront later this summer.

In a continuing effort to improve the quality of racing on the Barnegat Bay, the Delegates have made several changes
to the Sailing Ingtructions, Racing Rules and the Course sheet for 2003.

Hereisalist of the Changes.

1 In order to enter the championship, a boat must register for the entire season before 34% of those races
scheduled for her class have been sailed. Races sailed prior to season registration will be scored.

2. Eliminate the need for a paddie for “A” Cat, Ensign and Sanderling.
3. The Portable Mark Courses numbers have been changed from 90 — 98t0 0 — 8.

4. Except on Portable Mark Cour ses the Race Committeewill establish asubstitute turning mark for “A” Catsand
Sanderlings near the final turning mark of the course. This marker will be alarge green conicd inflatable mark.
