Once again changes have been made for the BBYRA
Championship Series.

1. The purchase of season lunches is now OPTIONAL. If
you are going to purchase lunches for the season, you
MUST submit your Season Registration by June 15%,
Season Registration forms and a fee schedule are
available on the BBYRA website www.bbyra.org.

2. The cost for lunches has increased to $5 per lunch per
week.

3. All Season Registrations received after June 15th will
be subject to a $25 late entry fee. Remember that
Season Registrations will not be accepted on the
water and you can register for the season until 34% of
the races scheduled for your class have been sailed.

4. To qualify for the Championship you need to compete
in 50% of the races schedules for your class.

5. Dalily Registration is $5 per boat. Remember, boats
that register for the day are not scored in the
Championship Series.

6. Crews will now receive an award, medallions with the

BBYRA emblem embossed.

There will no longer be a special start for catboats.

8. The first afternoon warning will be at 1:30 PM, classes
will start by order or speed.

9. Boats finishing more that 30 minutes after the first boat
in their class will be scored DNF.

10. The time limit for filing protests will be one hour after
the signal boat docks and may be lodged with one of
the Co-Chairs of the Protest Committee OR a Flag
Officer. Sailors may now file protests “on the water”.

11. Boats signaled for safety inspection must remain in the
inspection area until dismissed by the inspection team
and may not have contact with any other boat.

12. Numerous barrel course changes for the Lower Bay,
but none for the Upper Bay or Seaside.

Remember racers, you are responsible for reading the
Notice of Race, Sailing Instructions and Racing Rules
before you start the Season. They are all available now on
the BBYRA website and in the BBYRA Yearbook which will
be available at the club around June 19.

If you have a Junior Sailor that may be interested in
competing for USSailing trophies, the BBYRA eliminations
will be held on July 6th at MCYC except the Midgets which
will be held on July 21 at OGYC. More information on these
events can be found on the BBYRA website.
